Over the next several months, our staff and board along with many helpers are engaged in an intensive fundraising effort to create a financially sustainable environment in which Hamaata can grow and flourish. 

Our goal for 2008 — 2010 is $750,000.

During this groundbreaking time, our funding comes from generous individual contributions, monthly financial stewards and grants.  This critical support will enable Hamaatsa to build Phase One facilities and then establish long-term sustainability through our programs and projects.
